ARIZONA STATE FORESTER’S EERA
TRAINING and QUALIFICATION REQUIREMENTS
The purpose of this exhibit is to define the training and experience qualifications a CONTRACTOR'S employee must have before the employee can be certified in each NWCG Incident Command System (ICS) position required under this Agreement.

Contractor’s supplying: Wildland Engines and Tactical Tenders must maintain (1) operator that meets  NWCG Engine Boss standards.  All other personnel on appartus must meet NWCG FFT2 standards.

Heavy equipment operators, support water tender operators, and other equipment operators that work in or near the fire environrnment must attend wildland orientation training class (S-110) and Intro to ICS (I-100) or a NWCG FFT2 basic training class.  In addition operators need  yearly fire shelter deployment training and/or a wildand refresher classe(RT-130).  These operators are not required to meet NWCG fitness standards.
Submit these documents to your District Forester’s Office : Employee training file with State Foresters Summary Form 123,  and copies of: certificates, position task books,  experience forms, and evaluations. 

Approval of Records:  District Foresters or their staff will approve records.  The State Forestry Division will not issue incident qualification cards to contractors but will provide a letter of equivalency compliance if requested.  
Exceptions:  Must be approved and documented by District Forester or State Fire Management Officer
